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COMFORTING PRESENCE: In these final weeks of Eastertide, the thought of the
liturgy turns increasingly to the coming of the Spirit at Pentecost. This is foreshadowed
today both in the First Reading, which tells of a ‘mini-Pentecost’ occurring in Samaria,
and in the Gospel, where Jesus speaks of ‘another Paraclete’ which the disciples are
to receive. During this special Easter period, may we be strengthened, comforted and
inspired by the Holy Spirit to know what it is be called children of God. Spirit of the
Living God, fall afresh on us.
